Rule: If the root word ends in —ce (e.g. vice or grace), the
spelling is normally ‘-cious’, e.g. vicious or gracious.
Otherwise, ‘-tious’ is normally used.

Rule: ‘-ant’ is mostly used when the root word can end in
‘ation’, e.g. observant because observation is a word, or
expectant because expectation is a word.

‘ent’ is mostly used after a soft ‘c’, ‘g’, or ‘qu’ sound, e.g.
decent and frequent.

Exceptions: assistant, obedient, independent
